Creating Headings
Headings come in various sizes, from <h1> to <h6>, where H1 is the largest, and H6 is the smallest.  Headings are in boldface.

· For your first heading, create a title for your Web Page (be sure to delete where you typed Under construction, if you haven’t already, and replace it with the following)

· At the beginning of the body tag (in your html file mysite), Type your title between heading tags, of your choice.  For example <h3>

· As you develop your website, use some Headings to your document wherever you think they will look nice.

Working With Alignment

Many people use their headings as titles, and often want them to be centered on the page.  

· To center your Heading, in the heading tag, type align=center.  It should look like this for example: <h5 align=center>MY WEBPAGE</h5>
· If you want to align images or text you will use this feature, and can also use it to align=left or align=right.

Font Style Changes

Just as in many software programs, you are able to manipulate the text.  In Word, there are the Bold, Italics, and Underline options.  These are also available in HTML.

· To make one of your paragraphs bold, italicized, and underlined, (just try it for fun, you can always reverse it if you do not want it changed), inside of the paragraph tags <p></p> use opening and closing tags for <b> bold, <i> italics, and <u> underlined.

**IMPORTANT NOTE: the rule of thumb is to close the last tag that was opened first, for example your tags should appear as such: 

<p><b><i><u> </u></i></b></p>    

Another neat font style is using sub-scripts or super-scripts.  A sub-script is moved lower and a super-script is moved higher.  For example 3rd, “rd” is a super script.  You can use these by typing the tags <sup> and <sub>.

Creating Lists

There are two types of lists, Ordered and Unordered.  An unordered list, for example, could be a grocery list:  Use <ul> if you want an Unordered List.
· Eggs

· Bacon

· Bread

Where an ordered list needs to go in order, for example, my favourite movies are:  Use <ol> if you want an Ordered list.
1. Matrix

2. Lethal Weapon

3. Aladdin

To create lists you use the <ul> and <ol> tags.  For each item in your list, use <li>.

So for the above:

<ul>

<li>eggs</li>

<li>bacon</li>

<li>bread</li>

</ul>

**try to add a list somewhere on your website too.
