Creating Links

There are a variety of links that you can make:

1. Link to your email

2. Link to a photo

3. Link to another Website

4. Link to another page of your Website
5. Link to a document, like the one you selected to get here.

Create A Link To Email

Sometimes when you are on a website, there is a link to click that says email me, or contact us.  What they are doing is creating a link so that you can easily get in touch.

To do this, you will need to use Hyperlink References.  For example:

<a href=mailto:ultimatesummercamp@counsellor.com> Email Me </a>

So when someone clicks on the words ‘email me’, they will be able to do so, and the email will be directed to ultimatesummercamp@counsellor.com.

Try to add a link to your site.  You can write whatever you want as the link they will click on, such as drop me a line, or any questions or comments.  Be creative.  Please notice that in the example, your email will not appear on your site as it is in the tag, only the words EMAIL ME will appear.

Create a Link to Photo

You will first need a photo for the link to go to.  Something like this is how you would view an image on its own page.  You will need to go onto the Internet and find a picture that you link, and to save it.  To save it  right-click on the image, and select Save As…  You can save it onto your disk in the grafix file.  Pictures are usually in .jpeg format.

The html for a link to a picture (lets say the picture is me.jpeg):

<a href=”grafix/me.jpeg”> text to click on </a>

Try it! 

**THE IMPORTANT THING TO NOTE here is that you had to tell the computer where to find the picture, it was in the grafix folder, that is why you typed grafix first.

Create A Link To Another WebSite

If you find a website that you think your friends viewing your site may like, you can make a link to it.  This is the same thing as on our website for the WEBSITE OF THE WEEK.  Those are links to other websites.

The HTML for this would be for example, a link to our camp site:

<a href=”http://ca.geocities.com/ultimatesummercamp”> Ultimate Summer Camp </a>

Create A Link To Another Page of Your Own WebSite

To create a second page, you will go through the same process as you did for the first.  And once you have saved it, also in the mysite folder, you can create a link, so that everyone can go back and forth between the two pages.

The HTML code for this would be (if your linking page is called myfamily.html):

<a href=”myfamily.html”>My Family Site </a>

Create A Link To A Document (such as a word processing or spreadsheet file)

This is pretty mush the same as the last one, except it is not an html file.  HTML webpages are documents too, just with a different extension (which is the letters after the ‘.’ in the file name).  So if you saved a word file, called mystory.doc, the html code would be:

<a href=”mystory.doc”>Read my Story</a>
