Adding Colour and Patterned Backgrounds

***The most important thing to remember when selecting a colour for your background is that the computer programs are designed using American spelling, and you MUST spell colour the American way or it will not be recognized.  So for the purpose of creating a Website, it is spelled COLOR. (And from here on the notes will say COLOR)

Background Color

For color on a computer, it is made up of combinations of Red, Blue, and Green.  So the codes you use are related to how much intensity of each color is present.  You don’t really need to know this, but I find it an interesting fact.

There are links at the bottom of the camp website to where you can find color codes.

To put color on your whole document, in the body tag, type bgcolor=”#FF0000”, where FF0000 is the code for red.

Background Patterns

Where do you get patterns from?  Well, there are links on the camp website.  Keep in mind when choosing a pattern, if it is too dark, or too busy for your site, you do not want the pattern to stand out more than your text.  You will right-click on the pattern, and select save as, just link you do for pictures, or animations.  Save the pattern to your grafix folder, and in the body tab, type:

<body background=”grafix/yourbackground.jpeg”>

It is recommended that you also include a bgcolour close to the color of your pattern, to include in the body tag as well, in the case that the pattern doesn’t load.

Link Color

This will make all links a certain color which is nice, because it makes it different from the rest of the text.

To do this, in the body tag, type: <body link=”#00FF00”>

A ‘visited’ link can also be a different color.  This type will only change the color of a link once it has been visited.  To do this, type: <body vlink=”#5F9F9F”>

Text Color

To make all the text in your document one color, use text in the body tag, so if you want blue text, <body text=”#0000FF”>
