Tables

Tables are really important to creating a Website, as they can really clean up a messy looking page.

Tables may seem very difficult because there is so much to type, but the end result is great!! Just keep in mind that in your notepad file, you need to really keep your HTML code well organized.  

Here is a basic design of a table:

<table>

<tr colspan=3>Birthdays</tr>

<tr>

  <th>Person</th>

  <th>Birthday</th>

  <th>Birth year</th>

</tr>

  <td>Mom</td>

  <td>October 1</td>

  <td>1952</td>

</tr>

  <td>dad</td>

 <td>January 30</td>

  <td>1951</td>

</table>

*<table> contains the whole table

*<tr> contains one row of the table

*<th> contains a column heading

*<td> contains all of the data in a specific row and column

The number of <td> or <th> tags that you enter, will increase the number of columns.

Then number of <tr> you enter will increase the number of rows.

Here is what the table would look like:

	Birthdays

	Person
	Birthday
	Birth year

	Mom
	October 1
	1952

	dad
	January 30
	1951


Once you have a basic table, there are some features that you can add.

In the table tag, you can add these characters:

border= number of pixels (start at 5 and adjust if you want)

cellspacing=number of pixels (start at 5 and adjust if you want)

cellpadding=number of pixels (start at 5 and adjust if you want)

align= left, right or center

You can set the table width and height as a percentage, in the table tag as well, for example:

width=”50%”

height=”70%”

In the <td> or <th> you can set the data to span more than one column or row by using:

rowspan= # of rows

colspan= # of rows

Adding Color to a table

You can add color to each individual cell if you would like, by typing bgcolor in the <td> or <th> tag.  You can also, in the table tag, use bordercolor to change the color of the outside.

Changing border layout

You will only learn about these by trying them out.  In the table tag you can use these features:

rules  OR frame

The options for rules=all, rows, cols, or none

The options for frame=box, above, below, hsides, lhs, rhs, vsides, or void.
