HTML LESSON 7
To put a Website on the Internet
I use GeoCities, which is linked with Yahoo!!

You can use different hosts, but I am most familiar with this one.

Getting a Yahoo!! account.  You will need to get a Yahoo account to access GeoCities.  The quickest way is to go to www.yahoo.com OR www.yahoo.ca, and select the icon at the top that says mail.  Then select Sign Up, and fill in all the appropriate information.  Keep in mind that whatever your Yahoo ID name is will be part of your website address, so don’t make it too complicated.

Once you have a yahoo account, go back to www.yahoo.com or www.yahoo.ca, and under connect, choose GeoCities, or you can go directly there by using the address www.geocities.com.
Log In, and choose FILE MANAGER – then OPEN FILE MANAGER

**In the file manager, there is a file called index.html.  This file is very important as it is the base of your website.  

1. You will need to start by creating a subdirectory, under the heading subdirectory, select new, and title it grafix.  (This will keep your grafix, separate from your html files.)
2. Click on the button under easy upload, called Upload to.  Here you will be able to upload all of your saved files.  Just select browse, and search for your file, and select open.  You are able to do up to 20 at one time.  Keep in mind the more that you do, the longer it takes.  If your file names are not all in lower case, you can check the box that says automatically convert file names to lowercase.  Also, all file names to be uploaded must be one word, no spaces!!  Finally to upload, select upload files.  Once they are done, check if files loaded successfully.  These will be listed on the right of the screen.  Then choose continue to file manager.

3. You will need to move all of your grafix files to the grafix folder.  It is important to keep these names consistent.  To do this, check the check box to the left of all your grafix images, and select the button move, and it will ask you to what folder, choose grafix.

4. You will need to rename your html file.  This is your webpage file.  You need to check the checkbox to the left of it, and select rename.  The new name is index.html.  

To View Your Website

Click on the View link to the right of your index file OR type your web address onto your browser.
To edit your site:

Select the check box to the left of your html file, and choose Edit.  In the edit screen, you can preview your changes before saving, which is a great feature.

Any new pictures you will need to upload to add them to your site
