Expressing the Future

Depending on the intention the future in English may be expressed in, at least, three different ways:

1- If the situation is in a distant, uncertain future, or if we are only expressing a wish or a decision just taken, then we must use: WILL + Infinitive;

2- If the situation is already defined in any way, expressing a decision already taken after some thought, then we must use: to BE+Going to+ Infinitive;

3- If the situation is in a (very) near future, and involves a good deal on certainty that it will take place, then we must use: Present Continuous.
