Recall the basic rules with these simple notes that remind you of the most common changes to consider when rewriting a direct speech into Reported Speech:





1. Choose the best introductory verb according to each context;


2. Pay attention to the use of personal pronouns (subject form for the person who said it/ object form for the person who "received" the message);


3. Verb tenses usually change into their past equivalents (present simple » past simple), past simple into past perfect, imperative into infinitive, future into conditional.


4. Interrogative in direct speech makes use of "IF" in reported speech;


5. be careful with time expressions (yesterday » the day before/ tomorrow » the following day);


6. be careful with place expressions (here » there)
