Questions:

Question One:

You mention on page three five points that your community is aiming for. In point number two can you please specify which allied community’s you wish to include in this search?
Answer: Basically, Any communities which provide knowledge or discussion about Software development can be allied communities. 
Question Two:

From the five points, you state on point number four that you would like to include a facility to provide source code translation. What exactly is the meaning of “source code translation” and how do you intend on performing this translation?
Answer:  The term “source code translation” means the way we transform source code from one programming language to others. For example, Calculator program written in C++ could be transformed into Java or VB. In software development industries, we often find this problem where developers are required to implement software with the same function but in different programming language.

There are several ways to perform source code translation, Decompiler software is one example. However, in this proposal, we intend to open forum or topic in discussion board and hopefully that some members will volunteer to do the translation. 
Question Three:

Question Four:

You usually need software that can perform the conversion, and it is not free. Each user is considered a client, and therefore you would need individual licenses for each client, resulting in charging users for this feature?
Answer: Maybe I used wrong wording. But the idea is still the same. What I intended to say is to provide documentation in multiple format include HTML, PDF, etc. As you said Mambo has Build-in class called “CezPDF” and “Cpdf” and they are “PHP class to provide the basic functionality to create a pdf document without any requirement for additional modules.” Alternative way is to use free PHP library that can create PDF file on the fly for free check this sample link below
