January 6, 2003 – Felines Available from Ward 1 Alley Cats

General notes: Unless specified otherwise:
- All these felines get along well with other felines, as they have lived in “group homes”. But most of them would need some time, ranging from an hour to three weeks, to adapt to a new home with new friends.  

- All these felines have been vaccinated; and all felines except small kittens and a few big kittens have already been sterilized.

- Adoption terms: no declawing, sterilization required if not already done, indoor only, generally an adoption fee of $125 which includes all vetting; and any adopted cats no longer wanted must be returned to Ward 1 Alley Cats.  

Small Kittens (10 to 16 weeks old must be placed in pairs)

· Tammy –dilute tortie female, very delicate, very shy; who adores Misty and would like to have a home with Misty (see below).  

· Cora + Corinne – very friendly, playful female tabby siblings.  

· Carmen and Camillo – sister is black and white with panda markings; brother is all black.  About 10 weeks old and shy.  

Big Kittens (6 to 14 months old)

· Misty – all grey, medium fluffy.  Never had a childhood.  Was rescued with three tiny kittens when she was still a kitten herself.  Such a jewel.  She nurtures all new kittens she meets and scurries wherever she goes as if she is on an urgent mission.  Must be placed with Tammy, who thinks Misty is her mama.  

· Jake – friendly silver tabby.
· Czarina – Russian blue, likes to get on shoulders (5 months).

· Sasha + Sergie – orange + white and black tabby male siblings, still very shy.

(5 months old).  

· Linus – Russian blue appearance.  Started out as a little ruffian; even though he is now socialized he still performs the perfunctory hiss for the benefit of strangers! 

· Leo – Orange with fluffy fox tail; best friends with Linus; a little shy, but very sweet. 

· Louie – Rescued as an infant from the elements with Linus and Leo but has lived in a different foster home.  Muted orange tabby; handsome, high-stepping prancer.  Likes to go to people and stand on their laps.  Is slightly partial to male persons.  

· Silver – extremely gentle loving guy; light grey tabby with yellow doe eyes.  Likes other cats, but could be happy as a single.  

Adult Cats 

· Peggy – very pretty, fluffy, buff colored purr machine who was put out to fend for herself by her guardian’s heirs.  Her matted fur had to be shaved and she is just now realizing that she is no longer starving.  She is overcoming some digestive problems.  She will be beautiful when her fur all grows back.  (Probably at least 8 years old.)

· Monique – classic brown tabby with green eyes.  Got good homes for her 4 kittens and now needs a home herself.  Acts like a kitten herself as she frolics with adolescent felines.  Very friendly, very versatile.  About 1.5 years old.

· Sonia – the snow queen, all white with blue eyes.  Same physique as Monique; and they do like each other, but Sonia is just slightly more aloof.  About 2 - 3 years old.
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Cats shy with strangers  (2- 3 years old).  It could take up to 3 weeks before these cats would act friendly with a new person.  

· Lupe – Must be placed with sibling, Crystal, muscular, blond tabby, about 1.5 years old.  Trapped as a feral in Silver Spring when he was about 4 months old. Polydactyl, looks as if he's wearing boxing gloves.  Shy with strangers, but loves people he knows and likes to be picked up so he can tuck his head under their arms. 

· Crystal – Must be placed with sibling, Lupe.  Same age, origin, and personality traits as Lupe; also polydactyl.  Unusual tortie markings.  Shy with strangers but sweet and loving with people she knows.  A little partial to male persons.
· Lola - large white cat, about 2.5 years old.  White with unusual markings.  Initially shy, but loves to go sit on laps she recognizes.  It would take her about 3 weeks to get used to a new home and then she would be the world’s best lap cat.   

Special needs cats

· Esther – black cat with white whiskers, white paws, and white star on belly.  Was kept outside in cold shed and had asthma attack; is now getting cold medicine.  Purrs very loudly.  Is very shy.  Would have to go to home with very, very patient person who could wait for Esther to venture out of hiding on her own, which could take up to 3 months.  Very low maintenance cat; generally eats only dry food, but sometimes will eat tuna fish.  

· Oolah – Affectionate cat about 5 years old.  Loves people; likes some other cats, but not too many.  Has to get IVD cat food, available from Dr. Jeffers in Gaithersburg because she has allergies.  Cost to feed her is about $1.25/day.  If anybody will provide her a good home, we will subsidize the food.  We love Oolah, but it is difficult for a cat-rescue household to have a cat that doesn’t like all other cats. 

Very, very shy cats (1 year to 2 years).  Available for placement with person who likes cats who kind of keep their distance or in a good barn home.  These cats like to watch people and talk with them but do NOT interfere with people’s activities by doing such rascally things as walking on the dining table or on the computer keyboard.  

· Milo – Milo is shy, but long, lean and striking tabby with an Abyssinian build and huge almond eyes.  Gets along with all other cats, so would make a great companion for an existing cat.  Almost two years old.  Neutered and vaccinated. 

· Mattie – Mattie has a very winsome facial expression and has doe like eyes.  She was trapped with her two kittens near So Others May Eat (SOME) in Wash. DC about a year ago.  People who see her long to hug her, but she is still too worried to let people get too get too close.  But she gets along with all other cats.  

· Buster and Crabby - two gorgeous silver tabbies that are best buddies, so must be placed together.  They watch household activities from the sidelines now, but they would probably get fairly friendly in an environment with fewer cats and more people.  They get along well with all other cats.  They are about 2 years old 

· Janie - very pretty, winsome black and white kitty, about 15 months old.  Likes all other cats and talks up a storm to people, but won’t allow anybody to pet her yet.  

· Jason - interesting looking black and white kitty, about 15 months old. 

· Julie - fluffy rust and white tabby, about 15 months old.
