**In the event of a timber sale only, the following conditions of the sale for each tract will be included in an approved timber deed.

1. The Buyer will have twelve (12) months to cut and remove timber.  If the Buyer is delayed, at our request, in cutting/removing timber because of wet ground conditions, the Buyer will have the right for a twelve (12) month extension upon written request.

2. The Loading area will be located within the sale area.  (See attached sale map.)
3. The Buyer agrees to maintain all existing roads used by him so as not to stop normal traffic or agricultural operations and to leave these roads in as good or better condition as they were prior to logging.

4. The Buyer agrees to remove all logging debris from fields, roads, fire lines, ditches, streams, ponds and adjacent properties as soon as practical, and to leave said ditches and streams in functional condition.  The Buyer will not push logging debris out of field with blade of the skidder.  

5. The Buyer agrees that all trash, garbage, oil and other refuse will not be deposited or left on the tract or on adjacent properties.

6. The Buyer assumes responsibility for the suppression of, and any damages resulting from fires negligently caused by him, his agents or employees.

7. The Buyer, his/her agent, employees and assign will notify PREVATTE & ASSOCIATES, INC. at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to each commencement and each termination of any phase of the logging operation.

8. The Buyer agrees that in the event properly marked corners, line marks or monuments are destroyed by him or his agents that same will be replaced by a licensed surveyor.

9. The seller reserves the right to prohibit logging during wet ground conditions which could cause excessive rutting as determined by PREVATTE & ASSOCIATES, INC.

10. The agreed upon right-of-way will be provided for the timber removal.  The right-of-way will be agreed upon prior to the timber removal.
11. The Buyer, his/her agent, employees and assigns, agrees to pay the actual costs for repair of damages caused by logging operation to gates, fences, ditches, canals, bridges, cattle guards, culverts and crops.

12. A performance bond of $5,000 will be required before harvesting can begin.  The performance bond, as such, will in no way limit the Seller’s recovery for violations by the Buyer of any of the conditions herein.

13. The Buyer and logger will meet with PREVATTE & ASSOCIATES, INC. before logging begins as to have a thorough understanding of the conditions of the timber sale.
14. The Buyer will protect and save harmless the Seller and Seller’s agent, PREVATTE & ASSOCIATES, INC., against all loss, liability and litigation which may be incurred by the Buyer or which may arise from its operations, including acts or omissions of his/her agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors and invitees incident to this timber deed.

15. Buyer will protect all remaining trees not included in sale from unnecessary damage. 

16. Any continuous rutting over eight (8") inches will not be allowed and will be penalized.

17. Buyer agrees to comply with any and all Best Management Practices which may apply.
18. Arbitration Clause: Should any dispute arise between the Buyer and Seller regarding this timber sale, both parties will agree to accept the decision of an arbitration board of three (3) members, as set forth by South Carolina Statutory Law.
