Overview:
Grade Level: Four

Subject areas: Language Arts and Science and Technology

The unit will begin in the area of Language Arts and will cross over to Science and Technology.  There are four tasks for assessment in this unit.

The timeframe for completion of this unit will be approximately three weeks.

Distinct Areas:

First area: Language Arts – writing strand covering a number of expectations (see Rubric for task one and two found in Appendix A)

There will be two tasks that need to be completed through the use of the computer.  These tasks are read only files, but can be edited and saved onto their diskettes.

Computer skills will also be assessed.

Second Area: 

This area focuses on the student being able to communicate his or her ideas for a purpose and to specific audiences using another medium other than writing.

The task is to create an autobiography and present it to the class.

First a rough draft is to be completed before using technology to present this information.

Paragraph writing is emphasized as well as conventions.

Third Area:

This area focuses on the Life Systems strand from Science and Technology.

There will be other work and preparation leading up to the technological enhancement of this strand.  

Students are to research on a habitat.  When they have completed this research, they are to present it using another medium (slideshow presentation).

Student instructions for all tutorials and tasks will be in a folder.  They are not to write on them (except for the self evaluation portion).  Rubrics will be placed at the end of the tutorials and task section.

Prior to computer tutorials, students will have learned how to scan images, save and retrieve documents, and know where clip art images are located.  They will also have their own folders and diskettes. 

Student Assessment Component
For the computer aspect, I will walk around to see if any of the students require assistance and give them an informal assessment.  When they have completed their final products, I will give them a formal assessment based on the rubrics found in Appendix A.
The in class assessment will be based on work completed via assignments and worksheets and class discussions.  There will also be formal assessments on content via test and quizzes.  

The rubrics found at the end of the student instruction sheets will be the basis for assessment.
Breakdown of the Schedule

Language Arts

Note: There is a chart at the end of this section that deals with the breakdown of the schedule.

Science classes happen twice a week as Social Studies take up the two other school days.

Day One: 2 classes same day (2x40 minutes)

Discuss the three tenses when writing paragraphs and that you indent when you begin a paragraph. 

Give a few examples of past, present, and future tense.

Have students think of sentences for each tense.

All students will go to their stations and log on with their ID.

Hand out instructions for Task 1 and 2

Open H:\ ( Language Arts ( Tenses

Have students complete the read only text file exercise.

When they have completed the exercise, they are to save it onto their diskette:

Save as: A:\ ( Language Arts ( first three letters of their name + first letter of their last name + tense


Example: Jerome McKenzie ( jermtense

Day Two and Three: 2 classes (2x 40 minutes)

Students are to complete a two part tutorial on for MS Word.

This will lead to task 2, where time is a factor.  Students will have to rely on the skills they learned from the tutorial to complete this task on time.

Day Four 2 classes same day (2x 40 minutes)

Review that sentences connected to form paragraphs are to contain the same idea.  Review the task performed the previous day.  All the sentences were related to the topic, Fall.

Explain that the second task will have three sets of sentences mixed up.  They are to create three paragraphs.  Be sure that each paragraph contains sentences that reflect on the same topic.  As well, some sentences might have tenses that do not agree.  Be sure to make the tenses consistent.

Students are to complete the rest of the student instructions for task two.

Answer Key for Task 2:

Yesterday night, I heard a strange sound in the closet.  I got out of bed to investigate this sound.  As soon as I approached the closet, I opened the door.  I was quite surprised when I found out my pet snake was making the sound.

I will be going to Scotland next week.  My parents will accompany me on this trip.  I don’t like the idea of flying since the plane will be traveling very high in the sky.  I can’t wait until the flight is over because my grandparents will be there to greet me.

I went to the zoo last week with Melissa.  However, we were stopped at the entrance because I forgot my money.  Luckily, Melissa had enough money for both our admission.  When we passed through the gates, there were seven pavilions in different directions.  We decided to choose the Reptile Pavilion since it was in front of us.  After visiting all the pavilions, we went home.

Day Five, Six, and Seven (3 x 40 minutes)

This will occur during their Language Arts block.

They will be given an outline and a rubric on their Autobiography.

The outline will include requirements.

During the last block, students will have their work revised and edited using feedback from their peers.

The corrections will be completed at home.

Days Eight to Fifteen (8 x 40 minutes)

Students will complete the Creating Slideshow Presentation tutorial as well as their Autobiography presentation.  I will go around and see if there are any difficulties and give an informal assessment.

Breakdown of the Schedule

Science and Technology

Days One to Seven These classes will occur during Science. (4 x 40 minutes)
1. I will introduce the unit on Habitats and Communities.

The terms habitat and community will be introduced to the class.  I will use the example of cities and the people who live in it.

2. After the example, I will provide them with other habitats and possible communities that live in them.

3. The topic of dependency of humans on habitats and their communities will be examined through brainstorming with the class.  A chart will be created to show results.

4. Factors that affect the communities living in their habitats will be looked at from the human perspective.

How do we change our community with our actions?  How do we affect our “habitat” with our actions?  A class discussion will take place to come up with ideas.

5. Factors affecting plants and animals in a habitat will be examined by using diagrams and previous knowledge of plants (from the Grade 3 Science and Technology Curriculum).

6. The reasons for plants and animals living in certain habitats and similarities and differences will follow after previous discussion (see 5).

7. Through charts and diagrams, classification and food chains will be examined.  The students are to create another food chain, differ from the one in the diagram.

e.g., carrot ( rabbit ( fox

We will also look at the energy that is passed from the sun to the end of the food chain and what actually consumes the most energy.

8. Adaptations such as a giraffe’s long neck will be examined.  Students are to provide other examples of adaptations.

Note: There will be worksheets they will complete as part of the ongoing assessment process.

Days Nine to Seventeen These classes will occur during Science. (6 x 40 minutes)
Students will have these questions as a handout.  The books will be borrowed from the library.  The use of computer media such as Encarta, will occur during computer time.  I will allow one period for this.

1. Choose a habitat such as a forest, wetland, or desert.

2. Create a title page.

3. Describe this habitat, its climate, characteristics, animal and plant life.

4. Choose two animals or two plants that thrive in this habitat. How are they able to survive?

5. Would you be able to find these animals or plants in another habitat?  Why or why not?

6. What similarities and differences are there between the animals or plants you have chosen?

What are their classifications in relation to the food chain?   What evidence do you have to support

 these classifications?   If you chose animals, what type of “eaters” are they?

7. What factors might affect plants and animals living in your habitat?

8. What are some ways in which humans are dependent on the community within your habitat?

9. What are some ways humans can change your habitat?  What are the effects of these changes on

     plants and animals within your habitat?

10. What is a food chain?  Create two food chains found in your habitat.

11. Create two questions identifying the needs of animals and plants in your particular habitat.

    Find possible answers to these questions.

12. Bibliography
Days Eighteen to Twenty: computer lab (3x 40 minutes)
Students are complete a slideshow presentation on their research.

There is a mini tutorial on the insertion of sound.  It can be found after the slideshow presentation tutorial.  The students can spend a few minutes exploring this option should they wish to do so.

I will also let the students know there is a compilation of habitat sounds in the sound folder.
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If additional time is needed for Task 4, Day 21 will be given.

Summary
For the three areas, there have been concerns regarding the shipment of new computers.  Our school is scheduled to receive fifteen computers.  We were supposed to receive these computers in June 2002.  The back up plan is to begin this unit at a later date.  The software can easily be loaded to the network since it is OESS software.  The back up software that we can use for presentations is MS PowerPoint.

I will also be asking my teaching partner to incorporate this into her plans.  If that is not a viable option, I might take her class for this unit.  However, she teaches a split grade as do I.  Other modifications made will focus on my grade five class.  They will complete the same required computer elements, but I will assess them on the insertion of sound (Corel Presentations).  Grade five students will also focus on other content related to the grade five curriculum.  For the grade four Habitat presentation project, I have not made the insertion of sound a required element.  The high level grade four students will definitely be challenged when they try to insert sound to create a great effect for the overall presentation.

As for reporting, I will ask the current site administrator to allow me to add in computers as a subject area, but I don’t know if he will co-operate.  He had turned down the idea on getting more computers into the school until I brought the matter up with other teachers and finally the principal.

Scheduling might also be a problem and that is the reason why I had the unit structured using days.  Last year, we were only allowed one computer block (40 minutes) per week.  The reason for the one block was due to library time occupying three days of the week.  I am sure I can ask the librarian if my class can use the computers quietly while she has a class for library.

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Highlighting a selected text will also allow you to change the font type and size.
22. Highlight the first sentence.  Select font type Arial and font size 20.  What do you notice?

23. Highlight the second sentence.  Select font type Cooper Black and size 22.  What do you notice?

24. Highlight the third sentence.  Select font type Impact and size 36.  What do you notice?

25. Do not change the last sentence.

When you highlight, you can do many things.  Not only can you copy, paste, and change fonts, you can also delete and cut selections.

26. Highlight the fourth sentence.  Press the Delete button.  What happened to the sentence?

27. Highlight the first sentence.  Press Ctrl-X. What happened to the first sentence?

28. Move the cursor between the second and third sentences.  Press Ctrl-V.

Task three: Autobiography
1. Examine the two rubrics found in Appendix A: Rubrics for your Tasks entitled, Rubric for your Autobiography – Computer Component and Rubric for Autobiography
2. This task will take place over the next eight days.

3. You will learn how to create a slideshow presentation in order to display your autobiography.  The time allotted for this task includes the time you are given to think what you are going to “type” about for you Autobiography.

4. Once you have finished the task, you may wish to have a classmate revise and re-edit your work.

Before you begin, you will complete a tutorial on how to create a slideshow presentation.

I will guide and review your work as you work on each lesson.

Once you have finished, each lesson except lesson 4, you will complete parts of your Autobiography.

I will give one extra period on top of the current eight if I feel you need it.

Lesson 1: Selecting a Background and Creating a Title

Time frame: 1 class period (40 minutes)

After you have double-clicked on the Corel Presentation icon, click on Presentation Slide Show found in the Create New tab (see Figure 1).  This will highlight the task.  Click on the Create button.  Figure 2 will appear on your screen.

After you have entered the text, click outside the text box for it to disappear (Figure 6).

You can change the font type, size, and colour by performing the following:

First, click on the text in order to access the text box (Figure 7).

You do not need to highlight the text as selecting different attributes will automatically change the entire text in the box.

You can select different font types by pulling down the font type menu bar (Figure 8 top left) or font size (Figure 8 top right) or font colour (Figure 8 bottom left).  Explore all these features.

The text for each text box was centered.  First, click on the text so that the text box appears.  The font tool bar will appear.  Figure 9b shows the justification settings for the text: Left, Right, and Center.

TIPS:

Be sure to keep the font type, size, and colour consistent.  Too much variance might not be a good idea.

The size of headings and titles should be larger than the body of text.  The colour of the text should show great contrast to the background.  You would not want yellow text on a yellow background.

After you have completed this lesson, do not save your presentation.

Begin on Activities: Lesson 1 (found after all the lessons)

Lesson 2: Adding slides and Entering Text

Time frame: 2 class periods (40x2 = 80 minutes)

A. Create a Title Page that looks like Figure 9a from Lesson 1.
B. Click on Insert from the menu bar.  Select New Slide.
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C. After you have selected New Slide, you will see the figure below.  Follow the three steps: 
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You can add more slides when you finish working on your last slide by performing the same steps above.

D. Adding text is not too difficult when you follow the appropriate steps:

Click on Insert from menu bar.  Select Text Box.      [image: image19.png]



E. Drag the box from the left of the screen so that it fills the width of the screen.  Adjust centering of the box by dragging it left or right.  You may also move the text box up or down.  See the figures below for example.
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F. Enter “I like school because you can learn many interesting things that you cannot learn at home.”

G. Change the following: font type: Lucida Console; font size: 20; font colour: dark blue
TIP: At anytime, you can go to another slide by clicking on a tab found at the bottom of the slide show.  
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H. After I have seen your work, save your work as “your name lesson,” close the file, and begin on Activities: Lesson 2 (found after all the lessons).

Lesson 3:   Adding an Image 

Prior to this lesson, students should have scanned images or clip art in their folder.

Time frame: 1 class period (40 minutes)

A. Open your file, “your name lesson.”  At this point you will notice there are spaces on the slides where you might want to insert your pictures.

B. Follow the 6 steps found below for inserting pictures:
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Presto!  You now have a picture on your slide.
The figure below illustrates how you can adjust the image.
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There are times when clip art images might be more useful than your pictures.  They might show an accurate description of something you are writing about.

For clip art images, repeat steps 1 to 6.  However, for step 3, select Clip Art instead of From File…

Once you know which to clip art to choose, drag the image onto the slide area.

Once I have seen you placed an image in the middle of the slide, save your work and close it.  Work on Activities: Lesson 3 (found after all the lessons).

Lesson 4:   Changing Slide Transition 

Time frame: 2 class periods (40x2 = 80 minutes)

A. Open your file, “your name lesson.”

B. You should have completed the first two slides.

C. On slide 3, enter the following text, “I like sunny days.”  Insert a clip art image illustrating the sun.

D. On slide 4, enter the following text, “I have a picture of a dog.”  Insert a clip art image of a dog.

E. On slide 5, enter the following text, “I like doing my assignments on computer.”  

    Insert two clip art images.  The first image is a book.  The second image is a computer.

F. On slide 6, enter the following text, “I like to skate on the river.”  Insert a clip art image of a skater.

Helpful reminder: Remember to properly place your text and images in an organized way.  You want to orient your images and text in a way that will capture the audience’s attention.  Ask yourself, “Do the slides look balanced?”  Make sure the size of the image is not too big or small.

Slide transition allows the viewer to see how a certain slide is presented.  Keep in mind about consistency.  You should have one or two different slide transitions for presentation purposes.  Although there are many transitions available, the main idea is to keep the audience focused on the content of your project and not the how the slide is presented.

G. On Slide two, perform the following three steps as found in the next two figures:
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assigned a transition you might not like.




H. To test your slide transitions, click on Play Show.
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You will have to click on the screen after each slide since the display sequence is set on manual.  You will have the opportunity to learn this function later in the year.  The figure below shows a slide in transition.  You can see there are two slides.  One is beginning where the other one is ending.

I. When you are satisfied with your presentation and I have seen it, be sure to save it.  Activity four and five will be completed after you have completed the fifth lesson.

Lesson 5:   Object Animation
Time: 2 class periods (40x2 = 80 minutes)

In lesson 4, you learned how to select transitions for your slide.  In this lesson, you will learn how to do the same for your text and set an order on what you want to see on each slide.

A. Open your file, “your name lesson.”

B. Go to slide 2.

C. The figures below will demonstrate how you would animate your objects (example: heading, images, and body of text).
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D. When you are finished with the heading, repeat the steps in the figures for your image and body of text.  Remember to right click over the object you wish to animate.  Keep the animations consistent so that the audience will be able to focus on the content.

E. Click on Play Show to test your slide show.  If there are any slides you would like to edit, do so at this time.

F. When you have completed this task, show me your work.  Once I have seen it, you may save it and complete the activities for lesson 4 and 5.

Task 3: Activities: (Summative)
Your rough draft for the autobiography should be revised and re-edited by another student before you begin your slideshow creation.  Lesson 2 will give you a checklist to make sure you have all the information needed.

Start a new slide show.

Create a title page for your autobiography.

Your background should reflect your personality.

The title must contain adjectives describing you.

In the subtitle box, enter by (your name) and Grade.

You may choose a different font type, size, and colour for your text.

Complete the following task:

Open your biography file.

Add 7 slides.

Create two text boxes for slides 2 to 8.  The first text box will be your heading (e.g., All About Me).  The font size for the heading should be the same as your title.  The text in the headings must be centered.

Give a brief description of yourself.  Where were you born?  How tall are you? What is your hair colour?  These are some of the questions you might want to answer.

What five amazing events happened the year you were born?

How does he or she help you?  Why is this person important?

Slide 7:

My Family

Write about your family.  Do you have any brothers or sisters?

Slide 8:

When I Grow Up!

What would you like to accomplish or become when you grow up?  Why?
When you are finished, save your work.

Lesson 3
Complete the following task:

Open your biography file.

Once you have learned how to acquire images, add at least one image for each slide.  You may center the pictures or place it where it is appropriate.  I will be looking to see how you place your images compared to the background.

When you are finished, save your work.

Lesson 4 and 5
Complete the following task:
You are to decide on the transitions of your slides.  Be sure you do not have a different transition for each slide.  This will more than likely take the viewer’s focus off the content of your presentation.

Once you have completed the transition of your slides, you are to focus on the object animation of your text and images.  Be sure it is well organized.  Keeping object animations consistent might be better than having twenty different animations because the audience will concentrate more on the content than how the text or image is displayed.

When you have completed your autobiography presentation, be sure to look at the slide show to see if you need to make any changes.  When you are satisfied with your work and have compared it to the rubric, save your document.

Complete the self-evaluation provided at the back of this package.

Task Four: Creating a Slideshow Presentation for your Habitat and Community Project
You will not need to learn anything new unless you want to explore the addition of sound to your presentation.  Please see the next page for the tutorial.
Review the rubric for Habitats and Communities found in Appendix A: Rubrics for your tasks.

The computer component requirements are the same as the Autobiography Presentation.

Your presentation is open ended in terms of placing your information.  Be sure the headings you create, reflect the content you have researched.

A good presentation is a well organized presentation.

You will have three days to complete the typing and format of your slideshow.  A fourth day will be granted should you require it.

Inserting sound for your Habitat Project

There are times when a presentation can become very effective by inserting sound files.  For example, if you created a slide displaying a frog, adding a sound file of a frog can enhance the presentation.  However, do not overuse this feature as it might become more a problem than a solution.

For a particular slide where you would like to insert a sound, select the slide and perform the four steps below:

Task1: Tenses
There are three tenses when examining time: past, present, and future.

Use of tense in sentences:

Past

Jerry walked to the store earlier in the morning.

Samantha ate her jam sandwich before lunch.

Pete jogged to the store because he was asked to buy some orange juice.

Present

I am working on my assignment.

Jake is talking on the phone to his friend.

The dog is chewing on his favourite bone.

Future

Melissa will be going to an afternoon mass on Sunday.

Sarah will likely be going to the shopping mall with her mom tomorrow.

Sam will go to Scouts this evening.

Some words help in selecting the proper tense.  Words such as tomorrow and next week indicate a use of future tense.  If yesterday or last week is used, you are more than likely to use the past tense.

When connecting sentences to form paragraphs, you should keep the tenses in the paragraphs consistent.  You do not want to begin writing on something that has happened and suddenly change the tense.

For the following paragraph:

1. Correct the tenses by selecting the proper verb.

The other two incorrect tenses are to be deleted using the Delete key when the cursor is placed in front of the word that needs to be deleted.

2. Check for conventions (spelling, grammar, punctuation).  If there is a spelling mistake, use the delete key to delete the letter(s).

3. Remember to place the cursor in front of the paragraph and press the Tab key to indent your paragraph.  In the future, you may press the Tab key once before writing your paragraph.
