Wilsonian Progressivism at Home and Abroad, 1912-1916 �Woodrow Wilson- militant progressive, nominated by the Democrats and won the election of 1912 b/c the Republican party was split, entered America into WWI, founded the League of Nations even though we never joined��Review Presidential Terms- reasons for non reelection�1796 John Adams Federalist party died (had no support)�1824 John Q. Adams Corrupt Bargain and Jackson had people's vote�1836 Martin Van Buren �1840 Benjamin Harrison series of weak incompetents�John Tyler none had firm positions on anything�1844 James Polk indecisive�1848 Zachary Taylor he died�Millard Fillmore �1852 Franklin Pierce �1856 James Buchanan �Andrew Johnson disliked by Southerners who could vote again�1876 Rutherford Hayes Reconstruction policies weren't liked�1880 James Garfield he died�Chester Arthur �1888 Benjamin Harrison �1908 William Taft his party split while he was running for the 2x��Election 1912- dem. Woodrow Wilson was elected b/c the Republican vote was split between Taft (Rep.) and TR (Bull Moose), was essentially a choice between progressivism and conservationism��New Freedom- name for Wilson's progressivist party platform, called for stronger anti-trust regulation and enforcement, banking reform and tariff reductions��Bull Moose Party- the progressive party, nominated TR in 1912 effectively splitting the Republican vote between TR and Taft allowing the progressivist democrat Wilson to win��Herbert Croly- progressivist thinker and writer, he favored consolidation of trusts and labor unions, and governmental regulation, his ideas were the basis of TR's platform��Minority President- referred to Woodrow Wilson b/c he only received 40% of the popular vote, but he won anyway since the Republican party was split��Solid South- referred to the southern states b/c they always voted solidly Democratic, helped push Wilson into the presidency in 1912��Eugene Debs- the socialist candidate in 1912, he received 2x as many popular votes as the last election leading many socialists to think that they would get into the White House within the next couple of elections��Phraseocrat- referred to highly educated people including Woodrow Wilson who coined many "noble epigrams" or memorable phrases��Thomas Marshall- VP under Woodrow Wilson for both terms, showed Wilson was stable since he didn't pick a new VP in the election of 1916 even though that would've made it easier for him to get elected��Triple wall of priviledge- a nickname given to the tarrif, the bank and the trusts by Wilson, he called them this when he took office and campaign platform was centered around reforming these things this showed Wilson's progressive campaign platform��Underwood tariff-passed in cogress in 1913 which provided for a substantial reduction of rates from previous tariff. It was also a landmark in tax legislation proposing a graduated income tax, produced competition from foreign markets��The 16th Amendment- gives congress the power to collect income taxes, graduated income tax, reduced the rate of the tariff and gives America more foriegn business, meant that the rich would be paying more to support government, kind of a result of the direct election of senators since the rich no longer dominated the Senate��Nelson Alrich- democrat, congress athorized him to investigate the possibilty of a B.U.S., he headed a committe that proposed the 3rd bank of the U.S, a gigantic bank with 3 branches��Arsene Pujo- congressman, Democratic banking reformer who headed a house investigation which trace the tentacles of the B.U.S. into the hidden vaults of american banking and business ��Louis Brandies- helped reform the banking system with his book, "Other People's money and How the Banker's Use it", mostly important b/c he's jewish��Federal Reserve Act- most important piece of economic legislation between the the Civil War and the New Deal. Set of 12 federal banking districts and a board of the Federal Reserve ran them, bankers banks, the board could issue paper money but by commercial paper such as promissory notes 


Federal Reserve Act 


Dispersed throughout 12 USC; ch. 6, 38 Stat. 251 (December 23, 1913)�"To provide for the establishment of Federal reserve banks, to furnish an elastic currency, to afford means of rediscounting commercial paper, to establish a more effective supervision of banking in the United States, and for other purposes."<http://www.federalreserve.gov/GeneralInfo/fract/>��Promissory Note- IOU, US currency, meant that the government owed the holder of such notes x amounts of money, federal reserve notes��Federal Trade Commission- laws that empowered the presidential appointee committee to search businesses engaged in interstate commerce (like meat packers); expected to crust monopoly by rooting out unfair trade practices, false ads, mislabeling, etc.; to combat trusts; passed in 1914��Clayton Anti-Trust Act- act aimed at trusts; it tried to end monopolies & it lengthened the Sherman Act; it listed more business practices that were unacceptable (price discrimination, etc.); it sought to exempt labor & agriculture organizations from antitrust prosecution & legalize strikes; passed in 1914; considered "Labor's Magna Carta" by Samuel Gompers��Samuel Gompers- union leader who hailed the Clayton Act as "Labor's Magna Carta" - it lifted human labor out of category of commerce or article of commerce��Federal Farm Loan Act- act pushed by Wilson - pressed for further reforms; made credit available to farmers at low interest rates; a Populist idea; benefited rural America; passed in 1916��Warehouse Act- act supported by Wilson - authorized loans on the security of staple crops; a Populist idea; benefited rural America ��LaFolette Seamens Act- act which gave relief to brutally treated sailors; required decent treatment & living wages for American merchant ships; crippled American merchant marines; passed in 1915��Workingmen's Compensation Act- Wilson helped workers; granted assistance of federal civil-service employees during periods of disability; in 1916��Adamson Act- established an 8 hour day for train employees in interstate commerce with overtime extra pay; enacted to prevent a railway strike; helped improve working conditions of train workers; labor reforms - a big step; 1916��Panama Canal Tolls Act- exempted Amer. coastwise shipping from tolls; caused sharp protest from Britain; Wilson persuaded Congress to repeal it; 1912��Jones Act- granted Philippines territorial status & promised independence when there was a stable govt., Wilson went with anti-imperialist Bryan & other Dem;1916��Japanese Problems- the CA. legislation prohibited the Japanese of owning land in CA.; hoping to get rid of the Golden State of the Japanese; Tokyo became irritated & began to lodge vigorous protests��Corregidor- fort & island in the Philippines; Amer. gunners were on an "around - the - clock" alert on Japan because of CA hostility toward Jap. - Americans; Jap. were mad because there was no land for them in CA; Bryan clears things up to end hostilities��William J. Bryan- sec. of state; dispatched by Wilson to plead with CA legislature to soften its stands with Japan (didn't allow them to own their own land); caused tensions to ease somewhat��Virgin Islands- in W. Indies; Wilson purchased these from Denmark; tightened grip of U. S. in the Caribbean ��Haiti- island - forced Wilson to eat some of his anti - imperialist words; tore to pieces their pres. (the Haitian pres.); American marines went there to protect Amer. lives; ended with treaty that allowed for the U.S. supervision of police & finance��Dominican Republic- Wilson sent the marines here as well because of riots, the debt-cursed land came under the Amer. "eagle's wings", furthering the American hold in the Caribbean��Victoriana Huerta- during the revolution in Mexico, the revolutionary president was killed and Huerta was installed as pres. (1913); disliked by many; many Mexicans moved to US; Wilson and the US did not like and him--threatened US lives and interests; Huerta was coerced into resigning in July 1914��Problems in Mexico (1912-1915)- Mexico was going through a revolution; poor people who had enough and rebelled; one revolutionary pres. was killed and another one was put in; much fighting, loss of life, confusion, disorganization; US had over a billion dollars invested in Mexico ��William Randolf Hearst- yellow journalist editor; owned a ranch larger that Rhode Island in Mexico; during Mexican Revolution he and many other Americans wanted to go to war w/ Mexico b/c the revolution threatened US lives and property--Pres. Wilson didn't want to intervene at first��"Watchful Waiting"- policy employed by US during period of political unrest in Mexico, if a regime emerged that was favorable to the US and would do what we wanted we wouldn't get involved��Venustiano Cerranza- a Mexican rebel leader who was a rival of Huerta and supported by US; didn't want US intervention (after Huerta's gov. arrested Americans and then when they released them didn't give a 21-gun salute, Wilson dispatched Navy to intervene)��Francisco "Pancho" Villa- Mexican rebel leader who was a rival of Huerta and was also supported by US; when Cerranza became pres. he was an enemy--he and his group killed 18 Americans in Santa Ysabel, Mexico in Jan 1916 and in March of 1916 he killed 17 Americans in Columbus, New Mexico--led to US military intervention ��ABC Powers- refers to Argentina, Brazil, and Chile all of whom offered mediation to avert of a war between Mexico and US when Mexicans arrested small group of Americans in April 1914 and when they were forced to release them did not give a 21-gun salute as was asked��Santa Ysabel, Mexico- place where Villa murdered 18 Americans in cold blood in January 1916--led to military action by US--Villa disliked the gringos and the fact that Carranza was put in as pres.��John Pershing- General "Black Jack" Pershing was leader of the American military forces sent into Mexico to break up Villa's group--somewhat successful but didn't actually capture Villa himself--military forces were pulled out in January 1917 b/c of threat of war w/ Germany��"Sick man of Europe"- referred to the Ottoman Empire b/c its government was corrupt and the country was in decline, it still controlled the Black Sea and by alliance Russia was permitted to use it (important to Russia as a warm-water sea port), Russia was willing to fight to keep any other countries from controlling the Black Sea��Central Powers- Germany, Austria-Hungary, later Turkey and Bulgaria, Italy was part of this originally but then switched to the Allied Powers, fought the Allies during WWI��Allied Powers- France, Great Britain, Japan and Italy (after it switched), fought the Central Powers during WWI, both wanted the US to join w/ them��Evolution of Alliances- Germany and Austria-Hungary were entered into the Dual Alliance by Otto Von Bismark. France felt threatened b/c it was surrounded so it entered into a friendly agreement w/ Britain called the Entente Cordial. Italy then joined Germany and Austria-Hungary, forming the Triple Alliance which was the basis for the Central Powers. In response Russia joined France and Britain to form the Triple Entente which was the basis for the Allied Powers.��Powder Keg of Europe- Balkins, place where a lot of animosity has built conflict helped lead to WWI, any spark could start a war��Archduke Ferdinand- archduke of Austria, heir to the throne of Austria-Hungry throne, his assination sparked WWI��Blank Check- issued by Germany to Austria- Hungary after thier leader was assasinated, said they had Germay's support if they wanted to attack another country��Alfred Von Schliffen- Developed the VonShliffan plan, master mind of Germany during the war, attack quickly, first, through a neutral country and never fight a two front war��Table 316- Trade increased with Britian, France and Italy and decreased with Germany, we were not sending soldiers but we were sending supplys, shows whose side we were on ��U-Boats- first submarine, U.S could not tell who they were attacking, the sinking of nutral ships by theses boats is one of the resons that the U.S joined the war��Hawks- people who supported going to war��Doves- people who were against involvement in the war��Cannon Fodder- due to the trench style combat many soldiers died by running right into guns and artillery, term refers to those people who died charging over "no-man's land" b/c they were just feeding the cannons��Sarajevo- place where Franz Ferdinand was killed by Gavrillo Princip, was a hotbed of Serbian nationalism��American Neutrality- a proclamation issued by Wilson b/c even though many people supported the British and many supported the Germans the majority of the people favored peace, issued after the outbreak of WWI in Europe, this was before the Election of 1916��Gavrillo Princip- a member of the black hand who killed Archduke Franz Ferdinand heir to throne of Austria-Hungary, by refusing to meet the ultimatum set be Austria-Hungary, Serbia gave Austria Hungary a reason to declare war and through the system of alliances starting WWI��Wilhelm II- Kaiser of Germany during WWI, He was the leader of the central Powers. Americans didn't like him and resented his arrogance��Nicholas II- last czar of Russia, cousin of Wilhelm II went into WWI. He and his family were later executed��Dardenelles- Russia wants to knock off Turkey during WWI to gain control of this strait. Joins the Aegean sea with the black sea (which is otherwise trapped by land). Russia needed it for supplies and the Navy��Lusitania- British passenger ship that was sunk by a German U boat. It was carrying ammunition. 128 US citizens were killed. Later used as Propaganda to get Americans into the war��Arthur Zimmerman-german foreign secretary. He secretly proposed a German-Mexican alliance. It tempted Mexicans with gaining back South western states in the US (Texas, New Mexico, Arizona). The note angered many Americans��Arabic- A British liner sunk by the Germans in August 1915. Two American lives were lost, and Berlin agreed not to sink any passenger ships w/o warning. This led to some diplomatic progress with Germany -- Sussex Pledge.��Sussex Pledge- The Germans agreed not to sink any passenger ship w/o warning. Violated when they attacked a french steamer Ä the Sussex. However, the US had to persuade the Allies to modify their "illegal" blockade. Impossible, Wilson accepted the pledge w/o the blockade condition. However, it could lead the US into war if Germany breaks the blockade again.��Charles Evans Hughes- Supreme Court Justice who ran in the Election of 1916 as the Republican candidate. Platform condemned the Dem. Tariff, assaults on trusts, and dealing with Mexico and Germany. Hughes straddled the fence on many issues, and although it looked as though he would win, the west backed Wilson.��Election 1916- Between Wilson and Hughes. Roosevelt refused to run for the Progressives, killing their party. Hughes swept the east coast, and looked like a winner, but the west was attracted to staying out of war and pro-labor reforms; Wilson barely scraped by.��Fence Straddling- Pertains to Charles Evans HughesÌ approach to campaigning. In anti-German areas of the country, he criticized Wilson for standing up to Germany and the kaiser, whereas in isolationist areas, he told them what they wanted to hear, regardless of his own views. Led to the name Charles "Evasive" Hughes.��"He Kept Us Out of War"- WilsonÌs campaign was built on this phrase, implying that he would not allow the country to go to war. Basically, this phrase saved his election. Little did the country know that a few months after his election, the US would go to war.��US Public Opinion Why?- (IÌm not sure what the opinion is on) The US was not fond of going to war with Germany, and so Wilson used the "kept out of war" slogan to help win the election. ��Enclave- a country entirely surrounded by territories of another power. e.g. Germany was completely surrounded by the rest of Europe. Germany needed a port to sea to be able to compete with world powers.��Adulteration- the process of corrupting or making impure by the addition of a foreign or inferior substances, often in preparation to sell for a higher price. Cheating. (I have no idea what this has to do with the chapter)��Graduated Income Tax- A form of income tax that increases as your salary increases, would mean that the rich would pay more to support the government��Sphere of influence- refers to a country's amount of control (influence in an area), Japan had a huge sphere of influence in the Pacific since it controlled many of the islands and was so militarily and economically strong, and Britain had a sphere of influence in China��bellicose- warlike, belligerent, aggressive and eager to go to war��preemptive- apprehend, overcome, kind of when something takes first priority like when a tv shoe is preempted for the Olympics of the Superbowl ��corollary- something that comes as a result of something else, like Roosevelt Corollary��Scorched Earth Policy- battle tactic, to burn everything and then retreat so the advancing enemy can't take anything from the land, used effectively by Russia��filibuster- congressional obstruction, when Congressmen don't want to vote on a certain issue, then they get up and speak for as long as they want and on any subject they want, so the others will just decide to forget about the bill��lobbyist a person who attempts to persuade members of congress to support them or their cause��agnostic- someone who is not sure of the existence of a God��pool- to consolidate, unite, or merge��trust- a combination of corporations combined to create a monopoly and end competition, bad for consumers ��pork barrel-goverment apporopriations for , for local to improvements �to please legislaters and constinutions, political favors��constitiuants- the people, especially voters seved by a particular elected official ��coalition- unity combination merger��posthumously- done after death, like medals of valor are given to some soldiers posthumously, meaning after they died �
