John Steinbeck illustrated the Okies as the typical American labor workers who moved from place to places in the depression years.  In 1939, his book gained the public attention and caused the federal support to California: The Federal Transient Service and the Resettlement and Farm Security Administration.
  But, soon,

the defense boom pulled the Okies into the urban areas where they took jobs in the shipyards and the munitions plants and began their slow process of assimilation into the state. In late 1940, the radical press noted a decline of interest in the Joads and, all its exhortations to the contrary, it could not renew the excitement which The Grapes of Wrath had generated a year before.
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
