     The statistic showed that Joads’ family was one of the rare cases in the depression era.  Under Hoover and Roosevelt’s administration, the people who hurt the most by the depression were the upper and middle class who lived in the cities, and they were the businessmen, stockholders, the house owners. The Americans in general moved from one place to another, and they were the city dwellers:

Rural southern Negroes were moving to northern cities; Appalachian hill-people were relocating in the Midwest's metropolises; unemployed industrial workers were restlessly streaming from city to city in search of work.

But, Okies was one of the few exceptions:  “In Oklanhoma I Busted- In California I Trusted” that the Okies moved from Oklanhoma to San Joaquin Valley.
  The depression years were the most blissful moments for them to get those jobs people didn’t want as lower wages and hard works in the fields. Joads’ family might be a true story, but it didn’t fit to the statistics as a whole.  The statistics denied the Okies as a typical example of the depression economy.
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
