A popular saying runs like this "snake seen, snake
death". Frank Solis and Cesar Jaramillo in "Las Serpientes
de Panamá" show the animals considered by the Panamanians as the most dangerous, loathsome and ugliest ones. The isthmus has one hundred and twenty seven kinds of snakes; twenty-one of them are poisonous, including the seashore snakes from the Gulf of Panama. Some of them live in water, some others live on the ground, on trees and some
others stay buried. They are important for the natural
balance, so killing them has a high cost, such as the
current overpopulation of rodents which makes easier the
transmission of dangerous diseases like the “hanta” virus.
