Hong Kong is well established as the leading service and business capital for the Asian region, with some 88% of GDP derived from service industries. The city is a net exporter of services. In 2006, the value of services exported amounted to 34.7% of the GDP.

The major export of services of Hong Kong is merchanting and trade-related activities, which comprise accountancy, financial services and management consultancy. Other sectors of export include law, engineering, architecture and education. The variation shows that Hong Kong is a place with freedom that favours the entry of multinational corporations.

Undoubtedly, the main destination of export is the mainland China. It amounted to 26.3% of total export to the world in 2006. The USA followed China with a 20.3% of market share. Some other Asian regions like Taiwan and Japan took up the remaining of the export in Hong Kong.
