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A computer and communication technology, were developed in late twentieth century, and was introduced as its fusion called Information-Communication. He was a man of keen insight and tried to satire the anonymity and vagueness of the internet. But nobody recognized his profound idea in price. It's happier than a famous artist's valuable painting getting admitted later. This means that his first caricature didn’t have any attention by the people but all things standardized in the internet in these days. 

In October 2000, Adam Clayton, the vice-president of technology-program in Freedom Formerm, gave a lecture in Top Tech 2000 and he introduced Styner's caricature to describe about the obscure ness of the internet.

He said, ' No matter who you are, everybody can send an e-mail to the President of MIT or the President of the USA. He also said, “Who might expect that this person is only an eleven years old child in Malaysia?” and he satire the obscure ness of the internet. Besides, if I'm not a human, but an animal, and can type on a keyboard, people will treat me as a one character like a man, because people wouldn't know anything about me. It is rare opinion but if there is a  robot which can use computer like we do, then the fact that I mentioned above is possible. As the internet gets closer to our society, the different levels of problems, such as losing our hopes, will increase rapidly. If people look on with folded arms, unexpected problems will make people uncomfortable. The netizens should be a leading part of cyber space and make a pure culture like in reality.
