‘evidences that snuff was spread from Philippines & Japan’

In 1687, it was recorded in the entries of customs tariff “Japanese tobacco”, which meant that tobacco was imported from Japan. 

OR

In 1703, Wang Hao, wrote that the Emperor bestowed snuff from the island of Nagasaki, which is in Japan.

AND

In 1705, Wang Shizhen wrote that Luzon grows tanabaku for smoking which was imported into the Chinese capital for processing. Luzon was later known as the Philippines.
(Answers must be one evidence to show snuff is from Japan and the other from the Philippines. 

For each correct point, award 1 mark

Do not award marks for the second point made for Japan)

because by 1639, the emperor had set laws/legislation/orders/rules to 
make snuff-taking illegal/prohibit the use of snuff. 
Because there were similar laws for the subsequent three years.

(Note that for the first mark there must be some reflection of ‘banning the habit’ using legal measures.
0 mark should be given if the point is not written in the candidate’s own words.)

	Question 3(b)
‘Why was the ban on tobacco smoking and “modern attempts to ban smoking” both unsuccessful?’
	
	2 marks                                             

Because prohibiting the use of tobacco was insufficient as people just turned to alternative uses of the substance. (contextual clue : the habit of snuffing, … , had probably arisen simultaneously to it.) – award 2 marks
OR
They were both habits that were very widely practised / a lot of people were already addicted to smoking. (contextual clue : habit had become sufficiently obnoxious) – award 1 mark
(Note that this is an inferential question and answers must be derived from contextual clues in the paragraph. 

0 marks for “perhaps the ban gave rise to the habit of snuff-taking”)

(Answers must reflect meaning from the Ferdinand Verbiest’s account where candidates must have a sense the emperor’s implication of returning rare gifts and keeping snuff.

Give 0 for “There are numerous references to his liking for snuff” as the statement is merely a leading sentence to the points in the para 8.)

Model Answer
Snuff was first introduced to China in the form of tobacco (1) which originated from Japan (2) and Luzon (3). The tobacco was ground into snuff when it reached the capital (4). In 1639, a ban on tobacco smoking (5) probably gave rise to snuffing (6). Snuffing possibly started in Northern China with the Ruchen Tartars (7) as a group of bronze snuff bottles dated around the mid-seventeenth century was discovered (8). 

Snuff was also used as medicine (9) to cure eye problems (10) and remedy infection (11). 

However, snuff was popular mainly because the Emperor was addicted to it (12). 
Kangxi valued snuff above any other gifts (13) and presented personal snuff bottles to his courtiers (14). He built ateliers within his palace (15) which produced top-quality snuff bottles (16) which interest him greatly (17). 
Other emperors in line also received snuff as gifts (18). Also, emperors also gave snuff to court officials and other rulers (19). Of course, the Emperor’s use of snuff influenced the people around them to take snuff as well (20).
