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Formatting, Fonts and Styles Used

Heading One

Heading One is used for Main headings in the Newsletter such as: Club News, Comings and Goings, General Information, New Members, For Sale, The Management Committee, Special Coming Events, Editors Pic, Coming Socials, Past Socials, Past Walks and headings of special articles.

It is Times New Roman size 14, Bold, Centered.

Heading Two

Heading Two is used for sub-headings such as the title of a particular News item, the names of a particular past walk or a walk coming up, etc

It is Arial size 10 Bold and Underlined

Heading Three

Heading Three is used for further subdivision under a Heading Two Item as necessary. This may vary as it may be centered , non italic or bold.

It is usually Arial, size 9 Italic

Main Text

The main text is the style used for ordinary text. I find a sans serif text easier to read at a small size than a serif font such as Times New Roman.

It is Arial size 9.

Photo Caption

Photo Caption is used under a photo inserted in the Newsletter.

It is Arial size 8 centered.

Line Break

Line Break is used between Heading One articles.

It is Arial size 6 with a line inserted.

General Information

Meeting Place

Club meetings are on the first Tuesday of the month starting at 7.30PM. There is no Club meeting in January.

Membership

Before a visitor can go on a walk, he/she must be a Member (Probationary or Ordinary) or be a member of an affiliated club.

Probationary Membership

A non-member automatically becomes a Probationary Member on his/her first walk after signing the waiver form. There is no fee payable to become a Probationary Member.

However a Probationary Member must become an Ordinary Member on his/her 2nd walk by filling out a membership form and paying the membership fee.

Ordinary Membership

A person may become an Ordinary Member by filling out a membership form and handing the form to a committee member or walk leader and paying the membership fee.

An Ordinary Member has the right to vote at an AGM or be elected to a committee position. A Probationary Member has neither of these rights.

Members of Another Bushwalking Club

Members of another bushwalking club affiliated with the Queensland Federation of Bushwalking Clubs or another State Federation are covered by the same Insurance as QBW. It is not necessary for them to become a member of our Club to go on our walks.

Bushwalking Insurance 2003-04

Insurance

The Queensland Bushwalkers Club is affiliated with the Queensland Federation of Bushwalking Clubs, which in turn is associated with the Bushwalking Federations in the other States. QBW has just over 100 members. There are over 2,000 bushwalkers in Queensland and just over 25,000 Australia wide. This larger number has greater bargaining power than one solitary club in obtaining the best possible deal under the present circumstances.

Personal Accident (PA) Insurance cover was renewed on the same terms as last year, except that the following activities are no longer included - canyoning, caving, rock climbing, mountaineering, white water rafting/kayaking. The removal of these activities has resulted in a premium reduction of $1.00 per member, compared to the original quotation.

The total annual cost of PA cover, including the insurer's premium, GST, stamp duty and the broker's commission for managing claims works out at $3.00 per member, up from $2.60 for 2002-03.

With Public Liability (PL) Insurance there has been some significant concessions, but there has been some hardening of terms in other areas. The excess for each claim has been increased from $1,000 to $2,000. 

The total annual cost of PL works out at $5.50 per member, up from $4.00 for 2002-03.

Note: Skiing and abseiling are covered under PA but not under PL. These two activities have been retained under PA because of the large number of clubs in Australia wanting to conduct them. 

It is possible for clubs to run skiing and abseiling activities through a third party commercial provider who has PL cover, or clubs may seek to obtain separate PL cover for themselves. There is a possibility that clubs can take out additional cover for skiing (including walking in the snow) and abseiling. This is currently being negotiated. 

Personal Accident Insurance

The following activities are included:

Bushwalking

Canoeing

Snow Skiing

Bicycle Touring

Track Clearance

Scouting

Swimming

Previewing Walking Trips

Abseiling

Leadership Navigation Courses

There is no "above the snowline" exclusion in this policy so all activities in the schedule can be conducted in snow.

The following activities are not included

Canyoning

Caving

Rock Climbing

Mountaineering

White Water Rafting/Kayaking

The age exclusions for members 5 years and under and 80 years and over remain. These are standard for all PA cover for sporting and recreational activities. However, clubs taking PA cover need to include all members including those under 5 and other 80 in their PA in order to have "member to member " PL cover (see explanation later).

Page 6 usually has a special article eg Insurance, Training Quiz, a writeup on a walk overseas etc.
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
