1. All first place teams in each Sub-Zone move automatically and directly to the Round of 16 Knockout phase scheduled for January - Feb 2006. 
2. All third placed teams from each Sub-Zone will play in a three (3) round tournament to identify the top two third place teams in January 2006. This Tournament is called the Pool C tournament. 
3. All second place teams from each Sub-zone, plus the top two third-place teams from the Pool C tournament will play in a three (3) round tournament. This Tournament is called the Pool B tournament. The top eight (8) teams from this tournament will go on to the Round of 16 to play the top 8 first place teams indicated at 1 above. 
4. The Round of 16 is a knockout tournament from which 8 quarterfinalists will be identified. 
5. Schools are asked to bring at least two chess sets for each match 
6. The Team named first plays white on board 1, with the other boards alternating colours thereafter 
7. Teams paired with Bye do not play in the particular round. 
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
