Eagan- Heights Figure Skating Club

Membership Definitions:

Home Club Member – Each USFSA skating member can home club at only 1 rink.  This is the rink where you will do the majority of your skating and consider your skating home.   

Benefits:

· Invited to annual banquet

· Seniority for purchasing ice 

· Voting privileges at annual meeting

· Invited to club parties

· Able to purchase club wear

· Can compete and test USFSA under the Eagan – Heights FSC name

· Can try out for a special number in the City of Eagan’s Spring Ice Show 

Subsequent Member – A subsequent member is the 2nd, 3rd, 4th, etc. family member to sign up for a home club membership with the EHFSC.  This person has the same benefits as a Home Club Member.

First time USFS Home Club Member  - Same exact benefits as Home Club Member, except this is the very first year of USFA membership and has the benefit of a reduced fee.  This person’s second year membership will be a Home Club Member. 

Associate Member – An Associate Member has their home club at another rink.  Each USFSA member can be an Associate Member at multiple rinks.  You may not be an Associate member if you do not have a Home Club membership somewhere else.


Benefits:

· May contract ice through the Club at a rate lower than random ice. 

· May purchase random ice at a reduced rate from the non-member price. 

Sustaining Member – A sustaining member is any person that would like to help support the club financially but does not have skating privileges.  

· Coaches must be a Sustaining Member

· Board Members must be a Sustaining Member

Non-Member – A skater that has not joined the club under any membership categories.  


Benefit:

· May purchase random ice

· May NOT contract for ice

Member In Good Standing – A Member in Good Standing is a member that has fulfilled the clubs financial and fundraising commitments as stated in the membership contract.  If a member does not fulfill their financial or fund-raising commitments, then that member becomes a Member NOT in Good Standing. 

Member Not In Good Standing – A Member Not In Good Standing loses their club privileges such as being able to test, compete, or purchase additional club ice.   A Member Not In Good Standing can be reinstated as a Member In Good Standing by paying any past due monies to the club.
