IB Philosophy (Mr. Russey)              Philosophical Journal Assignment
All students will be required to keep a journal, or diary, which will correspond with the lessons of the course and any thoughts that they may have during this time in relation to the material covered. This will count as a significant part of the grade.

Structure:

· The objective is to think about what we have discussed in class.

· At least 1 entry per lesson should be written.

· The entries should be, at least, 50 words (besides meeting this criterion, they can be as long as you like).

· Each entry will be over notes taken during the lesson, or any thoughts pertaining to what was discussed during the class. (They can also lead to thoughts over other things, but try to relate everything back to the philosophical ideas and/or philosophers discussed.) 

· I will NOT discuss what you have written with others, so feel free to be as candid and honest as you like (YOU WILL NOT BE GRADED ON ANY STANDPOINT THAT YOU MAY HAVE, NOR ON WHAT YOU THINK OR SAY, AS LONG AS YOU SAY “SOMETHING!”) I may give commentary, and insert questions here-and-there, however.

· Write legibly – so that I can read what you have written.

· Use a notebook, or an apart diary, specifically for this purpose – i.e., don’t combine it with other material (I don’t want to have to sort through your mathematics and geography homework!).

The journals will be checked by me on pre-announced occasions.
