WELCOME RETURNING FACULTY
   We welcome Dr. Robert and Alice Landolt who arrived in Sitka on April 10th and will be staying until May 12th.  Dr. Landolt is a Professor of Health Physics at Purdue University in West Lafayette, Indiana.  He has returned to teach the modern physics portion of the general physics class for the second year.  Modern physics dates from 1896 forward and is sometimes called nuclear physics.  It deals with fission, radioactivity and various types of radiation, such as x-rays and neutrons, among other things.
   While they are in town, Alice Landolt is volunteering at the Sheldon Jackson Child Care Center on Tuesday and Thursday mornings and assisting Elaine Strelow in the word processing/copy center on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays.  

   The Landolts are active in Faith Presbyterian Church in West Lafayette, and are Midwest Area Representatives for the Sheldon Jackson College – Office of Church Relations.  Alice has been directing church choirs since 1972, and is currently on the staff of Faith Presbyterian.

MEET TILLIE PAUL
   We continue our series on SJ Founders.

   Matilda (Tillie) Kinnon was born on January 18, 1863, in Victoria, British Columbia.  Her mother was from a high-ranking Tlingit family in the Wrangell area and her father was a Scotsman who acted as a commissioned merchant for the Hudson’s Bay Company in Victoria.  She spent her youth among her mother’s people, in the household of “Chief” Snook of the Stikeen-quan, her maternal uncle.  She entered Mrs. McFarland’s Home for Girls when she was 12 years old and remained there for about three years.  In November of 1879 she was the oldest girl there and was helpful in teaching the younger children.  When the interpreter working with the Rev. Samuel Hall Young left Wrangell, Tillie started working in that capacity.

   At the age of sixteen, Tillie Kinnon married Louis Francis Paul, a man of Tlingit and white ancestry, and in 1882 the couple was commissioned by the Presbyterian Board of Home Missions to open a school among the Chilkat people in Klukwan.  Tillie and Louis Paul returned to Wrangell in the summer of 1883, where their first son, Samuel, was born.  They then moved to the Tongass region and opened a school among Louis’s people.  Their second son, William, was born there in 1885.  In 1886 Louis was out with Samuel Saxman, a white government teacher, when both drowned.  Shortly thereafter, Tillie Paul gave birth to her third son, whom she named for his father, Louis Francis.  When her oldest son, Samuel, turned four she allowed Sheldon Jackson to take him east to live with Mrs. Saxman who had moved there after her husband drowned.  Samuel studied printing at Carlisle Indian School in Pennsylvania and, except for a short period in Oregon and a few visits home, Samuel lived and worked the rest of his life on the East Coast.
    Tillie Paul then moved to Sitka, and started working at the Sitka Industrial Training School, the forerunner of Sheldon Jackson College.  An 1889 listing of the staff of the school describes Tillie Paul as “General Worker and Interpreter.”  That year Tillie Paul was also in charge of a Sunday school class of about fifty Natives, and supervised sewing classes at the Industrial Training School. 
   In October of 1889 she went to Oregon to visit Samuel and Mrs. Saxman who were living there at the time. When she returned to Sitka in the spring of 1890, Tillie Paul was commissioned assistant matron at the school. Ms. Saxman moved to Sitka late in 1890 and also joined the staff of the school.  Late in 1890 Tillie Paul was placed in charge of the Boys’ Hospital and became the attendant nurse there.  The physician in charge described her as very devoted to her work and untiring in her attention to the sick.  Eventually Tillie Paul was promoted to the position of girls’ matron at an annual salary of $400 per year.

   Tillie Paul was a very strong advocate for temperance.  She and another Training School staff member, George Beck, conducted a temperance meeting for the Native people on each Friday evening in Sitka. By the beginning of 1891 she was the president of the native Christian temperance society in Sitka, the New Covenant League.  The League was composed largely of ex-students of the Sitka Training School.
   In an attempt to help preserve her culture, Tillie Paul occasionally published articles in the North Star, a monthly paper published in the interest of schools and missions in Alaska, on native folklore. She also worked with Frances Willard to prepare a Tlingit dictionary and a means to put that language in writing.

   In 1903 the Presbyterian Board of Home Missions asked her to move to Wrangell to help resolve a problem within the church there.  She moved to Wrangell and in 1905 married William Tamaree of Tlingit and white origin.  They had three daughters.  Two died young, and the third, Frances Tamaree graduated from Sheldon Jackson High School in 1926, became a nurse, and lived her last years on the lower Yukon River.  In Wrangell, Tillie Paul Tamaree served as organist in the church, and translated Christian hymns into Tlingit.  She later worked in churches in Kake and Petersburg for short periods of time as a “lay worker”.   In 1930, after the Presbyterian Church opened the office of elder to women, she became one of the first women in the United States to hold such a position.

   Tillie Paul Tamaree was very involved in speaking out about injustices against Native people.  Late in 1923 she was arrested for aiding and abetting Wrangell Native leader Charles Jones when she accompanied him to vote at a time when Native Alaskans were not allowed to do so.  Charles Jones was charged with perjury and falsely swearing to be a citizen, and Tillie was charged with aiding and abetting.  Her son, William Paul, had graduated from Carlisle in 1902, attended a couple of colleges and law school at LaSalle University, and was admitted to the bar, becoming Alaska’s first Native attorney.  He took his mother’s case to court, but it became moot when Congress adopted the Indian Citizenship Act of 1924.  William Paul would spend his whole life working on Native rights issues, and become the first Alaska Native elected to the Territorial House of Representatives.  William and her son Louis Paul were also early leaders in the Alaska Native Brotherhood.  Tillie Paul Tamaree died in Wrangell on August 20, 1955.
   Tillie Paul Manor, located across Jeff Davis Street from Stevenson Hall, was built in 1926 and served as a hospital for Sheldon Jackson School.  By contract with the city, from 1949-1983 two rooms and four beds there were reserved for city residents.  Tillie Paul’s great great granddaughter, Jennifer Dailey, will be attending SJC this fall.  Jennifer’s mother, Eleanor Dailey received her AA from Sheldon Jackson in 1976 and her grandmother, Gladys June Paul attended Sheldon Jackson in the 1930s or 1940s.
